What is a Mission Statement?

It's a brief, well-thought-out document describing the basic principals and goals of a person or group. It declares clearly "what I or we stand for, and what we’re dedicated to doing." It may or may not include key values or guidelines on how to achieve the stated goals. Like our U.S. Constitution, a mission or vision statement is the foundation of all common policies, laws, organizational roles, and decisions. It’s a blueprint that guides a person’s or a group’s activities towards consistency, order, and desired outcomes. Such charters describe clearly "_ this is why I or we exist, and _ where we intend to go."

Examples of Mission Statements

Four Kinds of Mission Statements are: personal, relationship, organizational, and national. The first is a concise, specific declaration of what a person is trying to do with his or her life. We never saw our parents or key teachers do it, nor any hero/ines. Do you know anyone who has? One way of answering the universal puzzle of "Why am I alive?" is to believe "I have unique gifts and talents - and my life’s mission is to creatively and diligently benefit the world within my limits."   

        A personal mission statement might succinctly include the key talents, and describe generally what s/he wished to do with them across their years. Have you ever thought about your life that way? What vision will you measure the success of your life against? For most of us, it's easier to live our days reactively without creating and consciously striving for a clear long-term life goal. Our lives gradually evolve as a mosaic of reactions and small plans and achievements - often well below what we're really capable of. (Notice how you feel now and where your thoughts go ...)
